This was the last book of the Old Testament
needing translation, and though there will be many months of editing and revision
before the Mongolian Bible is ready to print, by God’s grace, the team has reached
an incredible milestone.

Of the meetings we preached or participated in, our very own BIMI Action
Conference for World Evangelization was a highlight. If you have never
attended this refreshing time of preaching, fellowship, and workshops | would
encourage you to mark your calendar for next year. Many were encouraged and
helped regarding missions. Our family got to lead the music and give a report on
the pre-field ministries under our care.

God has brought a number of great new missionary candidates to BIMI, and we
continue to assist them with the application and screening process. There have been
a lot of things to work through, but nearly every file is now complete. BIMI candidate
screening involves an application, background check, multiple references, medical
testing and self-evaluation, with a host of other things. Once a candidate’s file is com-
plete, they are invited for further in-person screening and to meet with the executive
board of pastars in June.
