Mark was privileged to participate in a trip to the interior of Guyana led by
Ryan Williams.  We visited four indigenous “Amerindian” villages ministering
through free eye clinics, water filters, and most importantly evangelism.
We distributed nearly 500 pairs of reading glasses and several dozen pairs
of prescription glasses.  We shared the gospel with each person who was
tested for glasses. Dozens accepted Christ!  In one village where we had
only a short stop Mark was able to lead an elderly man to the Lord who
had attend church all his life, but had never accepted the free gift of
salvation! 
Please pray with us for an open door for Brother Ryan and his family to
plant a church in one of the villages in this region.  Because of the special
status as indigenous villages the local people must extend an invitation
before a church planter can move there and plant a church.  Brother Ryan
and his wife are “Amerindian” and have a heart to reach their people with
the gospel.  
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
