Thank you so much for your continued prayer and financial support of the
ministry in Quinte West, Ontario. We have seen God faithfully continue His
work here both in our church and in our community.

Some of these visitors are coworkers of our church folks,
some are neighbours, and some are family members. We even had a friend
in Alberta invite a family they knew of living in our community to attend our
services. What a blessing it is to see people have a desire to be involved in
the Lord’s work. The need for a new building becomes more and more
evident each month. We are continuing to seek God’s direction on this. We
know with great certainty that He will provide in His timing!

Last year around this time, we led a lady to the Lord named Christine. She
has grown so much in the last year. She is continuing to be discipled by a lady
in our church. The Lord has been speaking to her about some areas needing
change, and what a blessing to see her follow God’s leading.

With Christmas season soon approaching, we have plenty of things planned
that we pray will bring forth fruit. God is continuing to build His church, and
we are excited that He has committed unto us the ministry of reconciliation.
What a privilege it is to be labourers together with God.
