Expansion Project is Expanding! What about our expansion project you 
may ask. Well, we have been leading two campaigns: one for the purchase of a 
warehouse for a future auditorium and the other for the construction of a retaining 
wall behind our current building. The retaining wall is essential for us to add another 
section to our current building and to correct the flooding issue (you all may recall 
our flooding incident back in November 2024). Great news: the retaining wall is 
nearly finished! We are at the last quarter of the project and hoping that the wall will 
be finished by the end of April. We do have a setback: unfortunately, due to heavy 
rains, some of the cement could not dry properly causing cracks on portions of the 
wall. We needed to rebuild a part of the wall which set us back some weeks and 
dollars. Due to these issues, we have depleted our funds for this project and need to 
raise more funds to finish the last quarter. We need to raise about $10,000 to finish 
this project.
